LOCAL /PICKUP
& DELIVERY

Usually running
intrastate (just in 1
state) - home nightly
and/or through the
week

REGIONAL

Running more than
one state within in a
region of the US -
may get home weekly

OTR

Over the road -
running all 48 states
- living on the road
for weeks at a time

DEDICATED

Running the same
routes (or lanes)
repeatedly — usually
for the same
customers

SOLO OR TEAM?

SOLO: One professional driver pulling freight
independently

TEAM: Two professional drivers working in shifts
around the clock so the truck doesn’t stop. This
allows for long-haul expedited freight to be

delivered on time.
